DEFERRED DISPOSITION

Deferred Disposition is a process in which the judge requires the defendant to adhere to certain terms.  If a defendant successfully completes those terms, the case will be dismissed.  Terms may include, but are not limited to, refraining from committing certain violations during a specified time period, attending a defensive driving class, or completing a specified number of community service hours.  If the defendant does not complete the terms of deferred disposition an additional fine will be imposed and a conviction entered on their driving record.

ELIGIBILTY FOR DEFFERED DISPOSITION - TRAFFIC CASES 

YOU MUST MEET ALL THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS

1. YOU HAVE NOT HAD A DEFERRAL IN LEANDER MUNICIPAL COURT IN THE PAST YEAR; 

2. YOU MUST ENTER A WRITTEN PLEA OF NO CONTEST AND WAIVER OF JURY TRIAL; 

3. COURT COSTS WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE PAID AT TIME OF DEFERRAL; AND
4. IF YOU ARE AGE 25 OR UNDER AT THE TIME OF THE OFFENSE, DSC IS MANDATORY. 

5. A SPECIAL EXPENSE FEE NOT TO EXCEED $200 WILL BE DUE AT THE END OF THE DEFERRAL

YOU ARE NOT ELIGIBLE FOR DEFERRED IF THE FOLLOWING APPLY:

1. IF YOU ARE CURRENTLY ON A DEFERRAL FOR ANY COURT OR IF YOU HAVE HAD A PRIOR DEFERRAL IN LEANDER IN THE PAST YEAR. 

2. IF YOU HAVE BEEN CONVICTED OF MORE THAN ONE TRAFFIC OFFENSE IN THE PAST YEAR (FROM THE DATE OF OFFENSE). 

3. IF YOU HAVE FAILED TO APPEAR ON THE OFFENSE OR A WARRANT HAS BEEN ISSUED FOR YOUR ARREST. 

4. IF THE OFFENSE IS A SERIOUS TRAFFIC VIOLATION AND WOULD NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR A DRIVING SAFETY COURSE AS STATED BELOW:

· LEAVING THE SCENE OF AN ACCIDENT 

· FAIL TO STOP AND GIVE INFORMATION AND RENDER AID 

· FLEEING FROM POLICE OFFICER 

· RECKLESS DRIVING 

· OVERTAKING OR PASSING A SCHOOL BUS 

· EXCESSIVE SPEEDING 25 MILES PER HOUR AND OVER 

· ANY OFFENSE IN A CONSTRUCTION ZONE WHEN WORKERS WERE PRESENT

DRIVERS WITH COMMERCIAL DRIVERS LICENSES ARE INELIGIBLE FOR DEFERRED DISPOSITIONS AND DRIVER SAFETY COURSE DISMISSALS. 
If you wish to request deferred disposition you MUST appear in Leander Municipal Court unless you live outside of the Austin metropolitan area.  In that case you may mail your request to:
