The March meeting for the Leander Library Foundation was called to order at 6:36 p.m. by President Gary Anderson.  Members in attendance were Dianne Hess, Marc Petrick, Melissa Durham, and Doug Martin.  Also present were Priscilla Donovan and Steve Bosak.  Special guest attending was Susan Hauer from LSSI (Library Systems and Services).   Minutes were approved from the February meeting. 
The Financial Report was given by Treasurer Dianne Hess showing $2164.81.  There was one $70 deposit from the bookstore in the Frost Bank account.  Steve Bosak reported that $2466.23 is in the utility account.  The financial report was approved.
The IRS sent a letter  (2/17/13) confirming that the 501c3 non-profit status had been reinstated for the Foundation as of the date of submission of the request (December 19, 2012) ensuring that all contributions and gifts would be deductible.  The 990 form will need to be filed annually to prevent loss of the organization's exempt status.
Marc reported that the website had not changed and that he is still adding content.  Discussion ensued about electronic acceptance of gifts.  Susan said that LSSI used Polaris for commerce.  The option was tabled due to the fact that the cost would be prohibitive.
Priscilla mentioned activities related to the upcoming Kite Festival in April and the need for more shelving.  She also brought up the Summer Reading Program which the Foundation has contributed to each year in the past.
Marc asked Steve to look into making changes in the Bylaws about how to proceed with repeated absences by board members.  Steve noted that any changes would have to be approved by the Leander City Council.  He said that he would bring possible text changes to the next meeting for consideration by the Board.
New methods of increasing awareness for the Foundation were discussed.  Motion was made by Marc and seconded by Gary to have Melissa as communications officer.  Motion was approved.  It was suggested that the Community Impact magazine could have a column on the library each month.   Visits to the Chamber of Commerce luncheons and city council meetings could also be a way to spread news about the library.  The "Giving Tree" from past years was also mentioned.
Susan Hauer, LSSI, commended the board and noted that we had a wonderful resource in the book store, but that we needed to work on getting more volunteers, possibly from the successful Book Nights now held at the library. 
Meeting was adjourned at 7:31 p.m.
