LEANDER LIBRARY FOUNDATION MINUTES

15 April 2014
The April meeting for the Leander Library Foundation Board was called to order at 6:32 pm by President Gary Anderson.  Members present were Dianne Hess, Julie Kimball, Douglas Martin and Dan Michie.  Also present were Steve Bosak, Cindy DeLanty and Priscilla Donovan.  Minutes from March were approved.
Dianne gave the Financial Report showing $2,347 in the Frost account.  Steve reported $3,428.16 in the utility account.  Financial Report approved.
The board discussed signage for the bookstore.  Local vendors only make large outdoor signs.  The motion for Dan to purchase a sign from Amazon that would show hours was approved.  Dan will bring the sign to the next meeting and will work with Steve to get it up and running.
Melissa began working with Steve on a newsletter.  But they wanted to print the donation limits for the Giving Wall.  The board passed the new following levels: $1,000, $2500, and $5,000.
The board discussed PayPal as an option for receiving online donations.  Paypal has no start up fees for non-profits and accepts Discover, Visa, Mastercard, and Amex.  The fees are 2.2% of donation plus 30 cents.  The board discussed four services PayPal would provide (1) mobile card readers, (2) button on website, (3) sends invoices on email, and (4) could link to Facebook.  Gary will look into the possibility of using a mobile card reader in the bookstore.  Motion to move forward on Paypal passed.  The board to open a Paypal account after transferring banking account to A Plus Federal Credit Union.  
Additional Comments:  The new bookshelf is ready in time for summer reading.  The Library received $4,800 from the Texas Library Grant for laptops.  Gary will link up with Bridget for fundraising for non-profits.  Cindy has written many grants.  Applying for grants helps get things rolling, as you start receiving invites to apply the following year.  FINRA is an institute that collects Broker Fines and Fees.  It rewards grants for financial education, which the library could use for a childhood financial education program.   Dollar General also rewards grants for Adult Literacy.  Shasta Library Foundation is a prime example of a library foundation.  The key to writing a grant is to read and answer the question.  Cindy will send Priscilla more information.  Cindy will also send examples of Shasta’s tri-fold pamphlets and brochures.  Cindy suggested a non-event event; send out fancy invitations that say instead of coming, write a check for the amount they would have paid for the ticket.
