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The August meeting for the Leander Library Foundation board was called to order at 6:31 pm by President, Gary Anderson.  Members in attendance were Dianne Hess, Doug Martin, Melissa Durham, Dan Michie, and new member, Janice Murdoch. Also present were Cindy Delanty from LSSI, Priscilla Donavan, and Steve Bosak.  

Minutes from the last meeting in July were not available for review and approval at this meeting. We will have to vote minutes for May, July, and August during our next meeting in October. 

Dianne provided the Financial Report and stated the treasury’s account balance is currently $4143.00.  This includes the $2500.00 provided by Steve for the sale of the expresso machine. 
Steve reported the balance in the utility account is currently $1045.93.  (Two new book shelves were purchased earlier this year.)  

It was decided we would not have a meeting in September, 2014, because Steve will not be available to attend it.

Priscilla provided the report of the 2014 Summer Reading Program:

· 1125 participants signed up.
· 829 children read for 5012 hours.
· 141 teens read for 4392 hours. (That’s 396 days total reading time!)
· 155 adults read 1004 books.
· 39 programs and events were offered with 2422 attendees.
· Teens gave 375 hours of service by helping to get participants signed up, giving out prizes, shelving books, and helping out with programs.
· An average of more than 13 new library cards was distributed every day between June 10th and August 1st. 
· Also, 25,587 items were circulated in those 52 days!

· The majority of the adult gifts were donated from businesses. The $1000.00 provided by the Library Foundation helped by freebies, etc. for the children. 

Priscilla provided her wish list: 
1.  A 2-section adult bookshelf for $1,873.00
2. A child’s bookshelf for $1819.00
3. A double-sided short shelf in the adult area for $2244.00
4. $1000.00 for the 2015 summer reading program
Gary motioned for the Foundation to expend funds for two bookshelves, #1 and #2 for a total of $3692.00 and the $1000.00 next year for the Summer Reading program.  Doug seconded this motion.  The vote was carried by all members.  It takes about two or three months for the shelves, but they should be delivered before the end of this year.  

Short discussion was had regarding the bookstore operation hours.  The bookstore hours of operation on Wednesdays is advertised as 10:00am to 2:00pm.  A volunteer also has it open on Wednesday evenings. 

As we thought about higher priced things for which to raise money, we had a lot of discussion about English as a second language and child & adult literacy.  Doug talked about how his wife is involved in this type of work.  Cindy Delanty talked about a “Raising A Reader” program and added that a great Raising a Reader program can be done for about $18,000.00 per year. You introduce people to the library.  The program helps you raise funds for this.  She had nine people employed through this program in California. 

Gary motioned to adjourn the meeting. The vote was carried.
