Include complete fire alarm system per specification section 28 31 00, and requirements of the local fire 
authority.  Provide Fire Alarm Control Panel, notification appliance extender panel, remote annunciators, 
manual pull stations, area smoke detectors, duct mounted smoke detectors, interconnect with HVAC controls 
for shut down where necessary, addressable monitor modules, visual devices, and all required wiring.  
Provide required testing, demonstration and owner training, certifications, inspections and guarantee. 
Exclude conduit 
 

 

31A – Earthwork 
Include all grading, fill, rock excavation, haul off, imported engineered fill to required subgrades. 
 

31B – Erosion Control 
Include all silt fence.  Provide alternate for construction entrance. 

 
31C – Termite Control 
Install specified product(s) in sequence to enable required warranties. 
 
 

32A – Site Concrete 
Furnish and Install the Site Concrete Elements as listed: 
Concrete Paving 
Sidewalks 
Light Pole Bases 
Pond Concrete,  outlet protection, level spreader,   
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32B – Landscaping & Irrigation 
Include planting, revegetation, topsoil, temporary irrigation to enable revegetation where permanent irrigation 
not installed. 
Include pavers, including subgrade required for pavers. 
Include Irrigation, controllers, and specified backfill for irrigation system. 
Exclude: 120 volt power, Sleeves. 
 

33A – Utilities 
Include separate mobilization for relocation of hydrant along Crystal Falls.  Include all sidewalk and street 
barricades and permits, fees, and rentals associated with this work. 
 
Include all tie in to existing and municipal utilities, trenching, rock excavation, tie in to building systems at 5’ 
outside building, and work offsite in easements.
