Gary reported that we have three solid operation days for the Used Book Store - Wednesday’s, Thursday’s, and Saturday’s.  Melissa commented that the LED sign is very nice and pretty, and it lists the hours that the book store is open.  However, it does not display the words “Used Book Store.”  Priscilla took note of this.

Priscilla reported that the library did have a booth at the Liberty Fest on July 4, 2014.  They gave out suckers to the kids and provided information about the library. 

Gary mentioned we did get a grant that was just under $5000.00 which went to the library and talked about how we want to raise funds.  He mentioned we need to check the Library Foundation website to make sure it is tweaked and up-to-date. 

Gary suggested possibly a newsletter to help raise awareness. 

Dan asked how much money the Board would need to raise.  Priscilla stated it takes about $5000.00 to purchase a couple of bookshelves.  We discussed that $5000.00 would be a good target to use as a goal. 

Dan suggested Priscilla provide specific things that would benefit the library. Priscilla will provide her “wish list” at the next meeting. We agreed it would be nice to be able to tell people when we are asking them to donate that the library needs _xxxx_ that is not being funded by the city.  It was also suggested that we advertise on our website to raise money for items.  Then, after the item(s) are purchased, upload pictures on the website to show how the raised money was spent. 

Doug will research to see what needs to be done to get into kickstarter, online fundraising.

Priscilla reported the Summer Reading program will end on August 1, 2014.  She will provide a report at the next meeting. 

The two new book shelves purchased this year are in the library now and being used.  They are identified by a label that says “This Bookshelf was purchased with funds donated to the Leander Library Foundation.”

Gary motioned to adjourn the meeting. Doug seconded. The vote was carried, and the meeting ended at 7:00pm.
