LEANDER LIBRARY FOUNDATION MINUTES

Tuesday, 21 January, 2014
The January meeting for the Leander Library Foundation Board was called to order at 6:33pm by President Gary Anderson.  Members present were Dianne Hess, Julie Kimball, Douglas Martin, Melissa Durham, Dan Mtchie, and Bob Cantwell.  Also present were Steve Bosak, Priscilla Donavan, and Kathleen Tully.  Minutes from the October and November meetings were approved.  

Dianne gave the Financial Report showing $1,989.  There was one deposit for $95.     Steve reported $3,036.36 in the utility account.  The Board approved the financial report.  
The Board then discussed the Bookstore operations.  The current night volunteer wants to add hours at night.  A high school senior volunteer is running the Bookstore on Sundays 1-5pm.  Gary will coordinate with Kathleen, placing Kathleen in charge of operation hours.  The library is doing its annual “clean out” of books.  The question came up of whether we could add public art to the Bookstore.  Steve will check with the Public Arts Committee.  It was also suggested to put up a sign that states, “All profits supplement the library.”  We also need an updated hours of operation sign.  Kathleen would like to see a microwave for volunteers in the Bookstore.  Steve will bring the microwave over from the Mason Home.   The idea came up for a Used Bookstore sign be placed on the road.
Concerning the sale of appliances removed from the bookstore:  the items include an espresso maker, pastry cabinet, and coffee maker.  The items are currently on Craigslist.  There have been a few nibbles, but no fair price offers yet.  Motion to authorize Steve to accept offer for equipment on behalf of the Foundation was approved.  Steve will also check with the consignment shop on 2243, as well as look into the possibility of listing the items on E-bay. 
Additional Comments:
It was mentioned that there’s a bibliotheca in San Antonio that’s completely electronic.  Steve asked how we are doing on our Master Plan—a presentation will be on the February Agenda.  The library’s current needs are the Summer Reading Program and shelves—one big shelf and taller shelves for junior section.  The library has books, but not enough shelves to put them on.  To stay accredited the library needs X amount of books per capita.  Dianne completed the Texas Library Grant.  We’ll discuss the website next time.  Dianne will look through old minutes concerning the Giving Tree.  The library is not passing out coupons to the Bookstore yet, as the volunteers need to be trained first.  Flyers for the Foundation will come out with the newsletter.  Dianne asked Chamber to put brochures there.  The Foundation may, but the brochures must be tri-fold.
