18 November 2014

Gary motioned to spend $25.00 as a give-away prize at the City’s event this Friday as an incentive for people to provide their business cards to the Foundation and to spend up to $250.00 for website development and printing costs for brochures and cards.  Doug seconded. This was voted and passed by the Board.

Gary motioned and the meeting adjourned at 7:37pm.
